The premium required to generate your
target fund may be more than you want to
invest right now, taking into account your other
commitments.

Under this option, the premium will increase
every year by 5% of the previous year’s
premium with an appropriate increase in
benefits, without any medical evidence. You
may subsequently waive your right to this kind
of “guaranteed insurability” but subsequent
reinstatement will be subject to medical
evidence.
